Additionally, the instructor will 
serve as academic advisor for students interested in majoring in chemistry, engineering, and other physical 
sciences. 
   
QUALIFICATIONS: Education: Master’s degree in chemistry, physics, or geology with  

sufficient course work to teach lower-division physical science courses is highly 
preferred. Appropriate Bachelor’s degree and chemistry/physical science 
teaching experience combination considered.
